SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY
Suspicious activity is an occurrence that is out of place in your 
neighborhood. Many times, people notice something suspicious 
but don’t call the police because they assume someone else has 
already called. DON’T ASSUME! MAKE THE CALL! 

• Unusual Noises (glass breaking, alarms, etc.) 
• Screaming or shouting for help 
• Someone looking into car windows/trying door handles 
• Broken windows or doors 
• Someone loitering on corner (may avoid eye contact) 
• Someone wandering through the neighborhood 
• Abandoned packages 
• Someone running who does not appear to be exercising 
• Someone driving aimlessly around the neighborhood 
• Someone dressed inappropriately for the weather 
• Anything out of the ordinary. You know your neighbor-

hood best. If something seems suspicious, it IS suspicious.

OBSERVE AND REPORT!

Information to include when you call: 
• Your name
• Your location 
• Detailed description of observed 

suspicious activity

At any 
given time, there could be thousands of sets of eyes – human 
and canine – out on a dog walk, able to notice when something 
just isn’t right. Suspicious activity, reported to the police, is key 
to helping to eliminate criminal activity in our neighborhoods.
